To: All Airlines operating in the airports of the Kingdom of

Saudi Arabia, including Private Aviation.

Subject:
Allow boarding of passengers coming to the Kingdom holding
valid {Saudi} visit visas, regardless of issuance reason.

Reference:

1. Article (23} of the Civil Aviation Law.
2. GACA Circular No. (5388/5) dated 02/09/2022.

Background:

Due to comments and complaints received from several visitors
about their desire to come again to the Kingdom, having valid
(Saudi) visit visas that they obtained on their previous come to
the Kingdom, based on their category of visit visa holders
(Schengen, UK, or US}, and having a remaining balance of
residency, yet when boarding the plane, their visa is verified,
and they are prevented from boarding due to the foreign visa
expiration.

Instructions:

1. All airlines must allow boarding passengers desiring to
come to the Kingdom, for the following cases:

e The first case: The (Saudi} visa was issued for the

category of holders of a visit visa or a permanent
residency permit in the countries of {the European
Union “Schengen” / US / UK} and had not previously
used it to enter the Kingdom; it is required for
accepting the passenger to verify the validity of the
visit visa or foreign residency permit.
The second case: The (Saudi) visa was issued for the
category of holders of a visit visa or a permanent
residency permit in the countries of {the European
Union “Schengen” countries / US / UK} and had
previously used it to enter the Kingdom, and the
(Saudi} visa is still valid; it is not required to verify the
validity of the visit visa or foreign residency permit.

Failure to comply with circulars issued by GACA is an
explicit violation of the Government’s orders. Legal
procedures shall be initiated against violators who will be
held responsible.
