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New Regulations (GACAR)

The General Authority of Civil Aviation, Saudi Arabia's Regulator, released the New
Aviation Safety Regulation on 1st of March 2016. The new Regulations are applied to all
civil aviation activities within the Kingdom’s airspace.

The new regulation, dubbed GACARs, is fully in line with the Standards and
Recommended Practices (SARPs) that are stated in the International Civil Aviation
Organization (ICAO) annexes to the Chicago Convention.

Legislation Department in Safety, Security and Air transport Sector (GACA) is the
regulating body responsible for all civil aviation activities in the Kingdom of Saudi
Arabia.
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
