Background:

Reference to the approval of the Pfizer-BioNTech
Covid-19 vaccination by (SFDA). GACA has worked
closely with MOH, SFDA and CDC regarding the side
effects of the Pfizer-BioNTech COVID-19 vaccination
and its possible effect on the ability of the above
mentioned Aviation professionals to perform Safety-
sensitive duties.

Instructions:

GACA has determined that aviation professionals may
receive Pfizer-BioNTech COVID-19 vaccine under the
conditions of their GACA-issued medical certification.
However, to maintain the highest level of safety,
GACA will require that aviation professionals to:

1- Comply with All GACARs pertinent to medical
fitness prior to report for duty.
2- Be relieved from all safety-sensitive duties for a

minimum of 24 hours upon taking a dose of Pfizer-
BioNTech COVID-19 vaccination.
